Through a grant provided by the T1 Foundation, the Undergraduate Entrepreneurship Incentive Program is offering
scholarship incentives for students majoring in engineering, science and technology disciplines to enroll in and
complete the 18 hour minor in Innovation and Entrepreneurship.

3) Resume.

4) Two FACULTY letters of recommendation.
